	Text7: During the previous teaching year, I created a new instructions page for the IODP assignment, as students had previously been confused over the purpose, style of writing/reporting expected, and iterative submission & feedback steps.
	Text8: Students are in general very happy with the course design and content. The learning platform implementation and teacher feedback is commended. Students particularly highlight the practical assignments in which students engage with real-world marine core data and published literature.
	Text9: Expectations for the final assignment ought to be clearer. One student asked for more lecture material for Module 2. One student recommended integrating some more recent literature into the course. 
	Text10: Overall students like this course and feel like it develops their learning. As previous years, the web implementation and teacher feedback are seen as particular strengths, as well as the opportunity to work practically with real research data. Even with new, clarified instructions for the IODP assignment, some students still miss parts of this task, and the requirement for feedback before progression can create a bottleneck in the course that slows students up.
