»Nation, Citizenship, and »Openmindedness«: Divisions
within the Arab Spring of Jordan«

In this seminar, | will present the fieldwork | conducted
in Jordan during 2011 and the beginning of 2012. | will
show that »democracy« is a term too vague to describe
the goals of the Jordanian demonstrations inspired by the
Arab Spring in Tunisia and Egypt; the protest movements
are better understood through their relation to three
distinction issues: al-watan (the nation), siase (politics),
and infitah (openmindedness). These three concepts will
help us understand the divisions within the protest move-
ment that are apparent in political meetings, conferences,
demonstrations, and attempts to form a leftist political
party.

| have conducted fieldwork among political activists
in Jordan’s capital Amman and in a small village outside
Madaba. The latter is an example of the area, outside
the large cities, that in Jordan is called al-mohafazat and
is politically important due to the role of its tribes in the
Jordanian state.

»Why is Burmese pop music so bland and so popular?«

Burmese pop music is ubiquitous, highly conventional,
and very popular. It has come to displace an earlier, fusion
genre that combined Burmese and international pop sty-
les, countering fond notions that when a global style gets
localized it will generate something new. What are we
outsiders to make of the fact that when Burmese take on
foreign models wholesale, in what they call »copy songs«
(kopi thehcin), they contravene all Western aesthetic stan-
dards, namely, our validation of originality, innovation,
and emotional expressiveness? By what other criteria do
they find the genre pleasurable?

Ward Keeler is a cultural anthropologist specializing in
expressive culture, language, and gender studies. Associa-
te Professor of Anthropology at the University of Texas, he
received his BA from Cornell University and his Ph.d from
the University of Chicago’s Committee on Social Thought.
The first part of his career he devoted to work in Indonesia

Boy’s underachievement and oppositional behavior in
school has for a long time been the target of various
public debates. As noted by several gender scholars (c.f.
Epstein et al 1998; Francis, 2006; Griffin, 2000), the rela-
tion drawn between gender and school achievement
is often portrayed as constituting a crisis in education.
Moreover, the category of “disruptive boys” is often taken
for granted in dominant public discourses on the subject:
the category is used to explain rule breaking activities and
disciplinary problems in classrooms. Yet, | argue that it is
precisely this category that needs to be deconstructed. In
light of the above, the research project “Rowdy boys?” in-
vestigates how the influential theory of boys’ anti-school
culture, can be interpreted as a master narrative that is
being reproduced but also contradicted and subverted in
small stories (Bamberg 2006; Georgakopoulou 2007), con-
structed by students and teachers, in interviews as well as
mundane talk in local school contexts.

More specifically, drawing on ethnographic data from
two fieldworks in Swedish upper secondary schools,
the following paper explores have the category of the
disruptive boy is constituted as non Swedish, and closely
associated with so called multicultural schools. More-
over, | take in interest in how these categorizations are
handled rhetorically in interviews and class room talk,
without being perceived as racist or disparaging.

»Zouglou and Belonging in Sarfalao: Negotiating Social
Displacement in a Diaspora at Home in Bobo-Dioulasso,
Burkina Faso«

The past decade’s armed conflict in Cote d’Ivoire has

been based on a nationalist rhetoric of autochthony and
belonging that stigmatises »Burkinabe strangers« as sca-
pegoats for the country’s protracted socio-economic hard-
ships. However, the forced »return« to Burkina Faso of
first and second generation immigrants was experienced
as an ambiguous movement from one state of exclusion
to another. Labelled as »diaspos« and »ivoiriens«, their

forced displacement from Cote d’lvoire entailed a social
displacement to the margins of social life in the city in
Burkina Faso.

This paper reflects on how Ivorian zouglou music was
consumed by a group of ‘diaspos’, intent on performing
their otherness and quite successful in exploiting that dif-
ference in the competition with non-migrant youths over
access to employment and privileges. More specifically, |
demonstrate that zouglou music has become a trademark
of the self-proclaimed 'diaspos’ who deliberately mark
themselves off from their Burkinabe neighbours through
their clothing, their speech, and their taste in music. In
this way, their past mobilities — their parents’ labour mig-
ration to Cote d’Ivoire and their own forced displacement
during the war — evoke a cosmopolitan youth identity
that represents the hopes and dreams of many Burkinabe
youths; to migrate to the regional metropolis of Abidjan
and take part in global flows of urban youth culture, con-
sumption, and privilege.

The Therapeutization of Work: The Psychological Toolbox
as Rationalization Device during the Third Industrial Revo-
lution in Sweden.

Abstract

The organization of work in the Western welfare states
has made use of psychological know-how since the early
twentieth century, for instance by making the practices of
‘psychotechnics’ and ‘human relations’ a part of the pro-
duction apparatus. The last decades, however, have seen
the development of a new economy based on information
and communication technologies and with a related shift
in organizational ideals from large hierarchical structures
to networks of self-governing units —a change sometimes
labelled the third industrial revolution. This development
has meant new possibilities for the deployment of psy-
chological knowledge in organizational management.
The present study takes as its geographical starting point
the greater Stockholm area in Sweden. Through a variant
of multi-sited fieldwork it investigates the distribution

of psychological know-how in and through different
institutions — such as school, work life, health care — by
which the average ‘worker-citizen’ is supposed to ac-
quire a ‘psychological toolbox’, thus becoming a kind of
amateur psychologist or therapist, ready and able to take
responsibility for his or her own productivity, well-being
and health. The study depicts this ideal of psychological
self-regulation: its discourse and practices, and how it
emerged as a part of the technological and organizational
developments of the third industrial revolution.

A.Jamie Saris, PhD, Senior Lecturer in the Department of Anth-

»Growing Appetites and Hungry Subjects: Addicts, the Un-
dead, and the Long Arc of History in Western Social Science«

Dr Saris is Senior Lecturer in the Depart-
ment of Anthropology, NUI Maynooth.
He holds advanced degrees in Social-
Cultural Anthropology from the Univer-
sity of Chicago (MA and PhD), and he has
completed a Postdoctoral Fellowship in
Clinically-Relevant Medical Anthropology
in the Department of Social Medicine,
Harvard Medical School. He has been ORGANISATION
working for more than fifteen years

in medical and psychological anthropology in Ireland, North
America, and parts of Africa, where he has researched and
published on such diverse issues as the social life of mental
hospitals, the experience of major mental iliness, colonialism
and its aftermath, poverty and structural violence, drug use
and abuse, and HIV risk and treatment. He led one of the first

national prevalence studies on opiate use in Ireland, and he
directed the only anthropological project to have won major
support from the Health Research Board of Ireland. He sits of
the Editorial Boards of Culture, Medicine, and Psychiatry and
Reviews in Anthropology, and he recently left the Editorship of
The Irish Journal of Anthropology. He was also the Co-Chair of
the Combat Diseases of Poverty Consortium, funded under The
Programme of Strategic Cooperation between Irish Aid and Hig-
her Education and Research Institutes 2007-2011, and he was
formerly the Deputy Director of National Institute of Regional
and Spatial Analysis (NIRSA), a multi-disciplinary research cen-
tre of excellence examining space and society.

Rosemary Kikon, spoken word poet

Rosemary Kikon is a spoken word poet, a storyteller and a
teacher. She originally comes from Nagaland, a hill state
in Northeast India and combines indigenous storytelling
methods from the Eastern Himalayas with her formal
training as a performer. Kikon started her theatre educa-
tion with the theatre of the oppressed method in London
at the Cardboard Citizens, and was introduced to improv
theater at the BAT improvisation theatre company in San
Francisco, before completing a two-year training in phy-
sical theatre at The Commedia School in Copenhagen. She
combines her eclectic theatre techniques and methods to
explore the social world and imaginations of children and
childhood. Her storytelling techniques strongly brings out
the everyday fantasies, creativities, anxieties, and fears
that children encounter. Her passion to explore the multi-
ple layers of childhood experiences comes from her long
association with international humanitarian aid, peace
building, and development work. In her previous profes-
sion, Rosemary Kikon worked with the United Nations
High Commission for Refugees (UNHCR), World Vision and
Malteser International relief agency in various capacities.
As a storyteller and performer, she uses theatre to hu-
manize and value the experience of children, particularly
in different conflict zones around the world. Currently,
Rosemary Kikon is based in Copenhagen. She divides her
time between finishing her theatre piece "How | inherited
the WW Il in the East & the West and facilitates impro-
visation theatre workshops for the Copenhagen Theater
Circle (CTC). She started the Open-Stage, a monthly
performance event, for the CTC and a women storytelling
group called Stories & Coffees. Her presentation at the
Department of Social Anthropology is a story about her
childhood from the Eastern Himalayas.

Professor Claire Squires, University of Stirling, UK, gives The
Adam Helms Lecture 2014.

The red pen in the hand of the publisher and the profes-
sor symbolises the acts of proof-reading, copy-editing and
marking. The publisher and the professor have also, traditio-
nally, been gatekeepers to the publication process and the
development of knowledge, enabling access but sometimes
also restricting it.

The 21st century, and its radical re-envisioning of publishing
and education via digital technologies, is increasingly calling
into question such archetypes (which in reality may often
have been more subtle and collaborative than the images of
pen and gate might suggest). Self-publishing, crowdsourcing
content, crowdfunding, and social reading are shifting the

balance of production and consumption in trade publishing, as
is the debate about open access, post-publication peer review
and the growth of MOOCs (Massive Open Online Courses) in
the university sector. This lecture will explore these shifts, their
implications for the publisher and the university, and the com-
munities with which they interact.

Interest in Turkish Studies has increased significantly over the
last several decades. A field which was mainly dominated by
studies in Ottoman history is now increasingly represented by
most of the major disciplines in the social sciences and huma-
nities: Political Science, International Relations, Anthropology,
Literature, Cultural Studies, and Archeology. In October 2002,
a number of established scholars whose research focused on
different academic disciplines related to Turkey convened a
one-day conference at Georgetown University, the proceedings
of which appeared in the form of a book titled Turkish Studies
in the United States.

A full decade after the publication of this volume, the Insti-
tute of Turkish Studies at Georgetown University (ITS), and the
Institute for Turkish Studies at Stockholm University (SUITS)
have decided to come together and take this debate two steps
further. The current project, expands the geographic scope to
include European scholarship as well. Moreover, it asks contri-
buting authors to demonstrate the vitality and relevance of
the field through original empirical research.

Transport planning has studied social networks as central ele-
ment behind the location choice for residential locations and
for leisure activities. The talk will introduce the overall fram-
ework motivating this line of research first. In the second part
the key empirical results will be discussed and the relevant mo-
dels presented: frequency of contacts across contact modes,
imputation of artificial social networks for agent-populations
based on a large scale snowball sample and finally identifica-
tion of networks of “familiar strangers” using smart card usage
data.

The talk will conclude with an assessment of the future work
to be expected from transport.

The future of employment: How susceptible are jobs to com-
puterisation?

Michael Osborne, Exeter College, Oxford.

We examine how susceptible jobs are to computerisation. To
assess this, we begin by implementing a novel methodology
to estimate the probability of computerisation for 702 de-
tailed occupations, using a Gaussian process classifier. Based
on these estimates, we examine expected impacts of future
computerisation on US labour market outcomes, with the
primary objective of analysing the number of jobs at risk and
the relationship between an occupation’s probability of com-
puterisation, wages and educational attainment. According to
our estimates, about 47 percent of total US employment is at
risk. We further provide evidence that wages and educational
attainment exhibit a strong negative relationship with an
occupation’s probability of computerisation.

Educational institutions as mating markets: The case of Swe-
den

Juho Harkonen, Stockholm University

Schools are considered efficient mating markets—that is,
structured social settings in which partners meet—and feature
prominently in explanations for patterns in partner choice, and
for educational homogamy in particular. Yet there is limited
systematic research into which school characteristics promote
matching-making in these settings. We use Swedish register-
based data on all Swedish high schools and universities, and
their student bodies, to analyse the prevalence of partnership
formation in school settings and the structural and contextual
features which affect this.

Dark earths in Africa?

James Fairhead

April 28, 13.15-15.00, Ekmansalen, EBC (Evolutionary
Biology Centre)

The dark earths of the Amazon (Terra Pretas) has received
much attention in recent years. The high concentration
of charcoal in these soils, created through the combina-
tion of infield burning, fallow burning, composting, and
mulching, makes them highly suitable for agriculture thus
they are often used intensively in traditional agroforestry
today. Similar dark soils has been reported in West Africa,
however, the history and potential of these West African
black earths have so far been neglected. In the lecture
James Fairhead reviews the evidence for black earths in
Africa. He also discusses the context of the customary
practices of fire management that can be linked to these
soils, based on his own field studies carried out together
with Melissa Leach. These practices and the soils they
produce have great potential for sustainable agriculture
and resource management as will be discussed.

James Fairhead is based in Department of Anthropo-
logy, University of Sussex. He has together with Melissa
Leach pioneered revisionist environmental research in the
Kissidougou savanna region in Guinea. Explanations of
landscape transformations in the tropical forest regions of
West Africa have been dominated by the deforestation-
savannisation hypothesis. Through archive studies, aerial
photographs and interviews with local residents James
Fairhead and Melissa Leach could show that contrary to
a deforestation consensus in both science literature and
policy, forests islands had actually expanded in this lands-
cape in the 20th century. Lately Fairhead and Leach have
pursued the intertextuality between science and society
through examples from West Africa and the Caribbean.

Migrants seeking asylum on grounds of sexuality and
gender identity persecution, individuals in transnational
queer relationships who seek residency on the basis of fa-
mily ties, undocumented queer migrants, as well as queer
and sexually marginalized individuals and organizations
in ethnic and diasporic communities are some examples
of individuals and groups who create and sustain queer
migrations and mobilities in contemporary Europe. The
workshop aims to bring together scholars in the field of
queer migration and mobilities to focus on wide-ranging
debates around these migrations and mobilities as they
pertain to a European context. It seeks to explore the
ways in which these matters have been experienced,
organized, and shaped by national institutions as well

as a range of other actors, policy makers, and organized
interests, including activists, social workers and last but
not least migrants themselves. With Europe as its empi-
rical context, the workshop aims to explore the multiple
conjunctions between migration, gender, and sexuality
by using a queer and intersectional analytical framework
critiquing dominant heteronormative assumptions in
migration scholarship.

The workshop will bring together 14-18 scholars (in-
cluding key participants) researching international queer
migration (however defined) from a European perspec-
tive. We hope papers will cover a broad range of topics

related to queer migration, including but not limited to
queer refugees and asylum seekers, queer partner migra-
tion, undocumented queer migrants, queer citizenship as
it pertains to migration, and queer individuals and organi-
zations in ethnic and diasporic communities.

The hope is that the workshop will also be the starting
point for a European research network on queer migra-
tion. Should a number of workshop participants want to
continue working together in a more formalized network,
we are planning to apply for funding from e.g. the Euro-
pean Science Foundation and COST for such a network
after the workshop. Initially, however, we are planning for
a more loose-structured, information sharing network. If
you do not plan on submitting an abstract or participating
in the workshop but would like to be part of the network,
please let us know and we will add you.

The workshop will be able to cover some or all of parti-
cipants’ travel and accommodation expenses, depending
on funding received. Accepted participants will receive
more information.

Everyday Nationhood: A One-Day Symposium to Examine the
Contribution of Michael Billig’s Study of Banal Nationalism
September 8, London School of Economics & Political Science
Deadline: June 13

Published in 1995, Michael Billig’s Banal Nationalism is the
fourth most cited text on nationalism and arguably the most
influential book on the topic in the last two decades. Focusing
on contemporary and everyday expressions of nationhood, the
study marked a profound shift away from previous attempts
to map the transformation to an era of nations and the asso-
ciation of nationalism with political violence, civil conflict and
extremist movements.

Billig's arguments have been picked up by scholars working
in an impressive range of disciplines as part of the recent turn
to the ‘everyday’, and the term "banal’ has come to form a
short hand for the study of the ways in which particular repre-
sentations, forms of social organisation and cultural practice
become normalised and taken-for-granted.

This one-day symposium will look to assess the contribution
of the Banal Nationalism thesis, examine its application across
disciplines and settings, and ask where studies of nations,
social identities and everyday life might be headed over the
next two decades. The event will feature a keynote address by
Professor Craig Calhoun (Director of the LSE) one of the leading
theorists of nationalism, cosmopolitanism and social identity
in the contemporary era.

We welcome proposals for 20 minute papers from both es-
tablished scholars and PGR students, in any discipline, addres-
sing: theoretical and methodological approaches to the study
of everyday nationhood / social identities, empirical studies of
the phenomenon, the application of Billig's arguments to non-
national frameworks as well as critiques of the Banal Nationa-
lism thesis.
