»Can you wear a digital cloak?«

This talk starts with a cloak in a museum collection

and with a question about how to wear it. One of two
beautifully woven flax cloaks from Aotearoa New Zealand
the cloak is now part of the UCL Ethnography collections.
There is little provenance regarding the cloak. We do

not know who bought it, or when, and we do not know
exactly when it came into the Collections. It was origi-
nally catalogued, by Darryl Forde, along with many other
textiles from the Pacific and around the world, using the
classificatory framework of “I: Cloth, Clothes and Mats.”
For many years the cloak was hidden away within a
teaching collection — but was too large and fragile to be
used in class. In this presentation | want to explore how
the process of digitization may not only open access to
museum collections but allow us to rethink the nature of
museum objects, and by extension contribute to material
culture studies, in profound ways. It is increasingly ap-
parent that the process of digitization has cultural effects
that continue to open up collections to new dialogues
about meaning, ownership and access. At is smallest, this
is a project that explores the nature of digital objects, and
possibilities of connection through digital communica-
tion, and the expansion of community access to UCL's col-
lections. At its broadest | am starting to explore cultural
theories of the digital, digital theories of the material (and
material theories of the digital), and to develop a nascent
phenomenology of digital objects as events or processes
as well as forms.

»Global halal zones: Islam, regulation and technosci-
ence«

Halal (literally, ‘permissible’ or ‘lawful’) production, trade,
and regulation have become essential to state-regulated
Islam and to companies in contemporary Malaysia and
Singapore, but also globally. In the rapidly expanding
global market for halal products these two countries hold
a special position, that is, they are the only two countries
in the world where state bodies certify halal products as
well as spaces (shops, factories and restaurants) and work
processes. In shops around the world, consumers can find
state halal-certified products from Malaysia and Singa-

pore. Building on ethnographic material from Malaysia
and Singapore, this paper provides an exploration of the
role of halal production, trade and regulation. | use ‘zones’
to explain how the global markets for halal comprise
divergent zones in which Islam, markets, regulatory insti-
tutions and technoscience interact and diverge.

Johan Fischer is an Associate Professor in the Department
of Society and Globalization, Roskilde University, Den-
mark. His work focuses on modern Islam and consumer
culture in Southeast Asia and Europe. More specifically,
Johan explores the interfaces between class, consump-
tion, market relations, Islam, and the state in a globalized
world. A central focus in this research is the theoretical
and empirical focus on the proliferation of halal commo-
dities on a global scale. He is the author of Proper Islamic
Consumption: Shopping among the Malays in Modern
Malaysia (NIAS Press 2008), The Halal Frontier: Muslim
Consumers in a Globalized Market (Palgrave Macmillan
2011) and the edited volume Halal Matters: Islam, Politics
and Markets in Global Perspective (Routledge 2015) as well
as numerous articles in journals and edited volumes.

The doctoral student should focus primarily on the re-
search training. However, a doctoral student may engage,
to a limited extent, in teaching, research and administra-
tion, Such work is limited to a maximum of 20 percent of
full-time.

PhD project 1: Rating, evaluation and assessment

Hardly anything these days is not subject to feedback,
rating, review, ranking, measurement, assessment or
evaluation of some kind. This includes products, servi-
ces, objects and all kinds of activities: hotels, holidays,
doctors, lawyers, pets, dates, cleaners, professors and so
on. The systems are typically viewed as, on the one hand,
democratic and emancipatory — in that they permit the
widespread involvement of people in assessing and giving
feedback — and, on the other hand, as biased and unrelia-
ble.

The main focus of the PhD will be on one or several dif-
ferent areas of ratings and evaluation. A particular focus
of interest is the ways in which these systems of rating
and assessment are being applied (or might be applied) in
the evaluation of ‘informal’ scientific publications. Increa-
singly scientific work is published on line and often before
(or instead of) its appearance in standard print publica-
tions. Determinations of their value falls outside standard
measures of quality (eg citation) but may be assessed in
terms of web based feedback from peers.

The research will include the use of ethnographic metho-
dologies. It will draw on, critically evaluate and contribute
to the development of key theoretical themes in recent
Science and Technology Studies: for example, enactment,
ontology, agency and materiality.

The PhD candidate should preferably have a background
in the social sciences and humanities, such as Science &
Technology Studies, Anthropology, Sociology, Business
Studies or Policy Sciences.

PhD project 2: Representation, illusion and revelation
Representation is key to scientific work and in technologi-
cal development. Yet the very idea of representation has
recently fallen under critical scrutiny, in part as a result of
detailed studies of representation in practice, especially
in scientific settings. This project aims to consider and de-
velop alternative ways of understanding scientific work in
terms of representation. It aims to assess alternative theo-
ries which have emerged in recent literature, on the basis
of empirical investigations of ‘representational’ practice
across a number of substantive areas. One main focus will
be on processes of concealment and revelation: at what is
involved for example on occasions when things are shown
(or turn out) to be other than they appear.

The substantive empirical areas for this project will be
chosen from areas both within and beyond science, the
latter might include examples from magic, illusion, candid
camera, bloopers, corpsing, outtakes and so on.

The research will include the use of ethnographic metho-
dologies. It will draw on, critically evaluate and contribute
to the development of key theoretical themes in recent
Science and Technology Studies: for example, enactment,
ontology, agency and materiality.

Questioning such
stances, this study looks at digital imaging as an instru-
ment of empowerment and social intervention. Focusing
on a number of image-based projects in Belgium, India
and South Africa that aim to combat social marginaliza-
tion in the fields of respectively youth, urban poverty
and HIV-AIDS, the study explores the manifold ways in
which digital images can actually bring about change.

Migrants seeking asylum on grounds of sexuality and gen-
der identity persecution, individuals in transnational queer
relationships who seek residency on the basis of family ties,
undocumented queer migrants, as well as queer and sexu-
ally marginalized individuals and organizations in ethnic and

diasporic communities are some examples of individuals and
groups who create and sustain queer migrations and mobi-
lities in contemporary Europe. The workshop aims to bring
together scholars in the field of queer migration and mobilities
to focus on wide-ranging debates around these migrations
and mobilities as they pertain to a European context. It seeks
to explore the ways in which these matters have been expe-
rienced, organized, and shaped by national institutions as well
as a range of other actors, policy makers, and organized inte-
rests, including activists, social workers and last but not least
migrants themselves. With Europe as its empirical context, the
workshop aims to explore the multiple conjunctions between
migration, gender, and sexuality by using a queer and intersec
tional analytical framework critiquing dominant heteronorma-
tive assumptions in migration scholarship.

The workshop will bring together 14-18 scholars (including
key participants) researching international queer migration
(however defined) from a European perspective. We hope
papers will cover a broad range of topics related to queer
migration, including but not limited to queer refugees and
asylum seekers, queer partner migration, undocumented
queer migrants, queer citizenship as it pertains to migration,
and queer individuals and organizations in ethnic and diasporic
communities.

The hope is that the workshop will also be the starting point
for a European research network on queer migration. Should
a number of workshop participants want to continue working
together in a more formalized network, we are planning to
apply for funding from e.g. the European Science Foundation
and COST for such a network after the workshop. Initially,
however, we are planning for a more loose-structured, infor-
mation sharing network. If you do not plan on submitting an
abstract or participating in the workshop but would like to be
part of the network, please let us know and we will add you.

Transition 2.0? Anthropology of the world(s) in reform
Prague, September 12-13
Deadlines: June 10 and June 25

In the decades following the end of the Cold War, the
developments in Central and Eastern Europe (CEE) were
frequently explained in terms of a grand transition from
state socialism to parliamentary democracy and mar-

ket economy. Both the transitory and the post-socialist
character of societies so designed imply a hierarchy and
marginalise historical agency of the societies in question
(e.g. Buden 2009). The same power equation translates
into the hierarchies of knowledge production about those
societies (Buchowski 2001, 2006; Prica 2007). While this
grand transition was symbolically accomplished by many
CEE countries with the EU membership, soon after, with
the advent of the “Crisis”, their societies, along with the
world they had strived to be part of, were confronted with
an imperative of a further reform — of another transi-
tion to a state, which has no name, no definition, and no
tangible working example.

We propose to call it the transition 2.0 and encourage
an anthropology of the world(s) in reform. The dynamics
of reform and resistance intersect geographical, cultural
and social boundaries and bring about a new air of coeval-
ness, along with fresh imagination about possible futures
(e.g. Graeber 2013). The 2014 CASA conference aims to
address precisely this transition 2.0 in process.

We welcome papers based on original research of the
world(s) in reform with focus on but not limited to CEE
area. In particular, we invite papers on dynamics of debt
ideology and practice; forms of rejuvenated nationalisms;
discursive coercion, social exclusion, violence in public
space, competitiveness of labour, and other emerging
forms of disciplining individuals and segments of society;
civic activism; effects of budget cuts on institutional fram-
eworks; reforms of the academia and their consequences
on the teaching and practice of anthropology; and other
subjects related to world(s) in reform. We encourage
equally presentations on public activism and resistance
as well as on spaces and strategies of alternative forms of
sociality emerging in response.

Everyday Nationhood: A One-Day Symposium to Examine the
Contribution of Michael Billig’s Study of Banal Nationalism
September 8, London School of Economics & Political Science
Deadline: June 13

Published in 1995, Michael Billig’s Banal Nationalism is the
fourth most cited text on nationalism and arguably the most
influential book on the topic in the last two decades. Focusing
on contemporary and everyday expressions of nationhood, the
study marked a profound shift away from previous attempts
to map the transformation to an era of nations and the asso-
ciation of nationalism with political violence, civil conflict and
extremist movements.

Billig's arguments have been picked up by scholars working
in an impressive range of disciplines as part of the recent turn
to the ‘everyday’, and the term "banal’ has come to form a
short hand for the study of the ways in which particular repre-
sentations, forms of social organisation and cultural practice
become normalised and taken-for-granted.

This one-day symposium will look to assess the contribution
of the Banal Nationalism thesis, examine its application across
disciplines and settings, and ask where studies of nations,
social identities and everyday life might be headed over the
next two decades. The event will feature a keynote address by
Professor Craig Calhoun (Director of the LSE) one of the leading
theorists of nationalism, cosmopolitanism and social identity
in the contemporary era.

We welcome proposals for 20 minute papers from both es-
tablished scholars and PGR students, in any discipline, addres-
sing: theoretical and methodological approaches to the study
of everyday nationhood / social identities, empirical studies of
the phenomenon, the application of Billig's arguments to non-
national frameworks as well as critiques of the Banal Nationa-
lism thesis.

Racial Transgressing Racial Boundaries, 1857 to the Pre-
sent Day

November 28, South Africa

Deadline: July 1

For a long time imperial historians writing on relation-
ships that transgressed racial boundaries wrote almost
exclusively of sex. More recently this work has started

to open onto wider concerns, framed around the family,
intimacy, emotions and affect. This symposium aims to
think in new ways about relationships that cross racial
bounds. These relationships were - variously - pragmatic
and political, transactional, instrumental and, sometimes,
deeply emotionally entwined. Most often, they combined
elements of all of these. Almost always they contained
conflict, not least because they were liable to stretch or
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subvert the same imperial or colonial ideologies from
which they were produced. Sometimes these relations-
hips were long lived; at others they were so fleeting they
can scarcely be described as relationships at all.

We welcome contributions that adopt counter-intuitive
approaches to the relational history of race and empire

- from any part of the imperial and post-imperial British
world. Our starting point is 1857, the year of the Indian
rebellion when, according to a well-worn historical nar-
rative, a new and deepening racial consciousness began
to take hold amongst Britons both at home and abroad.
In the eighteenth and early nineteenth century, so this
story goes, racial borders were embryonic and deeply
porous. Europeans 'went native’ with frequency and élan.
But from the mid-nineteenth century, racial attitudes
became more entrenched. Boundaries hardened. Distance
and difference separated citizen from subject, white from
black. This symposium looks to complicate this linear
narrative by considering the kinds of human contact that
can exist within social landscapes forged from empire and
its attendant racial codes. By working through the period
of decolonisation, we hope to provide new opportunities
for rethinking aspects of continuity and change across the
colonial/postcolonial divide.

We are particularly interested in work that speaks to
the following themes:

« Disaggregating race
« Shifting boundaries
